General Duties

The Communication Operator is comprised of call-taking and dispatching emergency calls for service for Police, Fire
and EMS throughout the Northeast and James Bay Regions. Success in this position requires competency in stress
management, judgment, and teamwork skills. An ability to deal effectively with people in stressful (sometimes life
threatening) situations in a fast-paced emergency response environment with constant interruptions and background
noise. The ability to interact with emergency responders on the radio, Call Takers/Dispatchers in the room, and people
on the phone simultaneously is necessary to ensure public and emergency responder safety. A Communication Operator
is highly flexible and able to respond to changing priorities. Duties include, but are not limited to:

¢ Responding to and assessing emergency and non-emergency calls for Police, Fire, and EMS from
individuals experiencing varying degrees of crisis

¢ Gathering information quickly and accurately using our computer aided dispatch (CAD) system

¢ Directing responders to calls for service

¢ Communicating information with precision in a calm, clear, and confident voice

e Continuously monitor responders’ locations, anticipating resources required, and taking prompt action, in accordance
with policy.
